1. Confirmation of Minutes of the Special Housing ad Planning Meeting dated %'
September 2006.
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It was proposed by Councillor Brid Collins, secoddey Councillor John Brady and
unanimously agreed to confirm and adopt the minofethe Special Housing and Planning
Meeting dated 5 September 2006.

2. Reports and Recommendations.
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Road Markings at Main Street — Maltings Junction

The following report was distributed to the members

Following road reconstruction works on Main Street, Bray, in late August, advisory
cycle lane markings were provided on each side ofi¢ road between the Dargle Bridge
and Quinsboro Road. The lane markings previously ailable for right turning traffic

into the Maltings did not meet with the Design Manal for Roads and Bridges
guidelines, as it was only 2.0 m wide and had anadequate taper length. Due to the



inadequate carriageway width over the bridge and th close proximity of junctions on
either side of the bridge, an adequate right turndne cannot be provided.

The provision of advisory cycle lanes is in line wh the Council’s transport policy as set
out in the Bray Town Council Development Plan 2005 2011 and includes the objective
to maximise access to and encourage use of cyclimgd develop an extensive, effective,
high quality network for cycling. In line with this policy, the Council intends to provide
for the needs of cyclists at all planned road worksvhere there is no significant impact
on existing transport modes. In this case it was termined that there was an
opportunity, when renewing the road markings, to povide a safer facility for cyclists
who are vulnerable road users and who incurred conderably greater risks with the old
markings.

The lack of a segregated right turn lane is not anhibition on traffic from turning right

at The Maltings. Right turning traffic is able to manoeuvre through gaps in the on
coming traffic as before and do not incur any addibnal delays. While southbound
traffic may be delayed behind right turning traffic, most vehicles usually have adequate
room to pass on the left by crossing onto the adwvsy cycle lane. Also as the volume of
right turning traffic is low the impact on southbound traffic is also very low.

Traffic at the junction has been monitored since tB new lining was provided.
Significantly more cyclists than right turning vehicles were observed during the evening
peak period. Right turning vehicles observed turnedthrough gaps in the oncoming
traffic without significantly slowing traffic follo wing behind and did not impact on
junction capacity. For several cycles of the traffi lights at the junction, vehicles were
counted crossing the stop line southbound during 80 sec green time. It was found that
the shorter green time for the Main Street at the rarby Quinsboro junction was the
main limiting factor to the volume of southbound traffic at the Maltings junction.
Therefore any interruptions to traffic flow that ri ght turners at the Maltings junction
may cause is not likely to have a significant impaon the capacity at the junction.

In conclusion, observations have shown the provigioof the cycle lanes have provided a
greatly needed facility for cyclists without providng any significant adverse impact on

motorists. The ability for traffic to turn right ha s not been impaired. A properly

designed right turn lane for the Maltings can onlybe provided if the Dargle Bridge is

widened. It is therefore not proposed to restore th original road markings.
